A Guide for Parents

Catholic Education Tasmania

In 2008, education ministers from all states and
territories agreed that a national curriculum
would be developed to provide all young
Australians with a quality twenty first century
education from Prep to Year |2.

Every ten years, contemporary views on educational
needs for the future are sought and documented. The
most recent being the 2008 Melbourne Declaration on
Educational Goals for Young Australians, which commits
to ‘supporting all young Australians to become
successful learners, confident and creative individuals
and active and informed citizens', and promotes
equity and excellence in education.

The Australian Curriculum sets out what all young
Australians are to be taught, and the expected quality
of that learning as they progress through schooling. At
the same time, it provides flexibility for teachers and
schools to build on student learning and interest.

F

Developing Australian Curriculum means that
greater attention can be devoted to equipping young
Australians with the skills, knowledge, understandings
and capabilities necessary to enable them to
effectively engage with and prosper in society,
compete in a globalised world and thrive in the
information-rich workplaces of the future.

The Australian Curriculum will be developed in
three phases, with English, Mathematics, Science and
History already available. Geography, the Arts and
Languages are currently being developed and the
remaining areas - Economics and Business, Civics and
Citizenship, Health and Physical Education, Design
and Technologies to be developed over the next few
years.

Schools are required to teach the first four subjects

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each year to all students from Prep to Year 10. In
Years 9 and |0, some subjects will be optional, such
as the Arts, Geography and Languages. Courses are
currently being developed forYears | | and 12 in the
English, Mathematics, Science and History.

The Australian Curriculum focuses on an entitlement
for all students while acknowledging that the needs
and interests of students may vary. The curriculum
provides the content, and a set of achievement
standards which state the expected quality of learning,
in year levels from Prep to Year 10. What makes this
curriculum so rich and contemporary is that at each
year level and throughout the subjects, there is an
explicit focus not only on the content, but on general
capabilities (or twenty-first century skills), and cross-
curriculum priorities.

Critical and Creative Thinking

Ethical Behayiour

Personal and Social Capability
Intercultural Understanding
