Stynes and his magnificent contribution to the community and his beloved 
football club.  While I do not know anything about his religious affiliation other 
than a relative was a member of the IRA, it is clear that in his short life, Jim Stynes 
became a hero who made a difference to the lives of many. 
 

He understood that a fulfilling life is not about our own comforts, pleasures and 
wealth, but is about using the gifts given by God to help others. 
 

He used his status as a footballer and his energies to work with young people 
lacking in direction. Through the Reach Foundation that he began, he showed a 
better way of dealing with mistakes than by judgment and punishment. He 
encouraged and awakened a sense of possibility.  
 

He recognised the importance of role models, or heroes as he preferred to 
call them, and became one himself. He did not treat his celebrity and 
freedom of access to the wealthy and powerful as bling to be displayed but 
as a resource for benefiting the community. 
 

Stynes seemed to do it a different way. He did not fight his cancer as an 
enemy. He lived with it, lived through it and used all available medical 
resources to deal with it. But this was a way of living fully, not fighting a 
battle that defined his life. From outside it seemed that to him death was 
not fearsome but a part of life.  Ultimately the life and dying of Jim Stynes 
was not a football story. It was a better story, one about the possibilities of 
being human.

SAFE SCHOOL PROJECT GROUP 

A group of students is continuing the work they began last year on promoting a safe and inclusive school 
environment. The students, from Years 7-12 have met three times so far this term at lunchtimes in the Student 
Centre and have spoken to the whole school at an assembly. They intend to begin their work by surveying the 
students about their experiences of bullying. From there, they hope to use the data to review and re-produce the 
Safe School Policy in a student-friendly format. They are also hoping to invite interested parents to a forum to 
discuss the issues related to bullying.

Finally, on Wednesday morning, Matthew spoke for about an hour to 
many of the Marist Regional College staff and students about his 
beginnings, his writings, his future in films, and what he is working 
on now.  He also took a number of questions, and then spent 
another half hour signing books and having his photo taken with 
various students.
